Tealing Sub Station
I write on behalf of the Tealing Community Council following the consultation event  held on 20th January 2011 in the Tealing Hall.

It would appear from various discussions with you that you are in very early stages of the project and, therefore, you are still unclear about a number of issues.  However, we felt it was important at this stage to advise you of our main concerns if Tealing is confirmed as the preferred site and is taken through the planning process.  Our main concerns, although not exhaustive are as follows:

1.
Are there any other areas than Tealing being considered as a potential site for  connection to the grid?  If so, can these details be provided with an explanation given on the preferred site?
2.
At this time there are 2 possible locations for the equipment to be housed and we would require further details on the design.

3.
If Tealing is confirmed as the chosen site it would appear that the most significant issues will effect the properties which are in close proximity and overlook the proposed sites.  Therefore, we are concerned about the noise impact and aesthetics and would require further information regarding these issues. 
4.
We would expect that an environmental impact assessment will be carried out  

           at some point and would expect to see sight of this document. 

5.
We are picking up clear signs that local people would want to see some benefit for the common good of the village should such a major development proceed. Being such a large national organisation we would be keen to enter into discussions with you about your social corporate responsibilities and your organisation’s position on this matter for this area, perhaps by way of an annual community fund or sponsorship of a local environmental project such as the upgrading of the core paths.
I would like to thank you on behalf of the community council for engaging with the community at this very early stage.  Once you are in a position to provide us with more concrete information we would expect to hear from you.  If Tealing is the chosen site, the Community Council would seek to carry out wider consultation with the village before advising you of our position.
