Welcome and Apologies 
Graeme again welcomed the large number present and the minutes were accepted as a true record with several minor amendments 

MattersArising  

The de-celeration Lane was proposed for access to Tealing village but Cllr Whyte looked into the possibility of a de-celeration lane to both Inveraldie and Tealing village. The response John received w from Bear Scotland was that it was not considered a justifiable action. Cllr Whyte has suggested we gather a catalogue of protests from each of the districts in the area and then present this. Concern and irritation was expressed that a fatality may occur before something is done and that surely prevention is is the best way forward, everyone agreed. It was also proposed that the new website be used to post any incidences of near misses residents may have had, or are experiencing, and maybe common sense will prevail to prevent a potential tragedy occurring.

Road Subsidence Mr Scott spoke of the subsidence on the Newbiggin Road. Cllr Whyte reported that someone from roads had attended to this but could find no evidence of subsidence and Cllr Whyte has agreed to visit Mr Scott and see for himself.
Frawney Wind Farm Graham contacted Neil for an update and has asked if he would be available to attend a public meeting with local residents. Neil stated they are awaiting word from the Ministry of Defence who had raised concerns relating to low flying aircraft. Neil has agreed to contact Graeme to arrange a public meeting once the talks are cleared 
Cllr Whyte was asked for an update on the Kingsway Bypass. He reported, that Angus Council on 26th March passed a motion saying yes to the Kingsway bypass upgrade, but no to a Dundee Northern City Bypass, and have asked for removal of all mention of the latter." This was in response to the protests made by the CC’s and residents in response to the Transport Scotland's Strategic Transport Projects Review (SSTPR).
Core Paths Cllr Whyte has stated he will be supportive of any objections Mr Henderson or anyone else has relating to the core paths. When he has been informed of the meeting date the objectors will be asked to give/raise their objections.
Buses Not Stopping The bus company have stated there are no reasons why the bus isn’t stopping and a company inspector will be monitoring this matter.  Bus users are asked to note the date and time of buses not stopping and report it. In the discussion that followed, it would appear to be a regular occurrence, and Mr Kirkland’s recent experience being only yesterday.
Tealing Website Phase 1 Steven Burke said Sandra had visited the head teacher at Tealing to inform her of the new website and seek involvement of the schoolchildren.
Steven says that the photos on the top bar will remain constant at the moment and with the additional help and information from the helpers once they become involved with the website changes will take place. Steven has agreed to email copies to everyone 
Mary had spoken with Angus Library and they are pleased to put our website address on their list of local information for anyone to access.

Cllr Whyte informed those present that Bill Candy was the roads supervisor. 
Several residents raised their concerns about the recent flooding in the Tealing district and particularly in the village by Post Office house Rose Cottage and the gypsy encampment. Three times in as many months Huntingfaulds Road was likened to a flowing river and this was unheard of as the drains were unable to cope with the heavy rains. 
Cllr Whyte has agreed to look into flooding in various areas of Tealing on the back of his visit to Mr Scott in Newbigging Road.
Cllr Whyte stated that the drains have been cleaned however, Mr Slade felt there was little change.
