Frawney Wind Farm

He received a response advising that things were progressing slowly as discussions were still ongoing with the MOD who are gradually changing their policy on wind turbines and allowing offers of mitigation.  He hoped to be clearer within the month.

Signage

	WEB DESIGN UPDATE
S Burke gave an update as follows:  
We received very positive media cover from the low key event we had to recognise the work of the late Councillor Frank Ellis.  It was noted that Mrs Ellis had sent an email to the Community Council outlining her thanks for the presentation

General Update:

· Content pages now up to 110 pages (from 71 in March).

· Website planning and ideas group – Sandra, Steve, Kerry and Katie meeting regularly.

· The “Did You Know” short video clips have hit a technical sound problem so will need to be redone.

· Increase from 316 visitors monthly to 352 in April/May (45.2% are first time visitors to the site).

· Direct traffic is 34%, from referring sites, 25% and from search engines and up from 28% to 39% over this latest period.

· We have a winner for the Tealing Knowledge Quiz for primary school age children and the suggested date for presentation of the gift voucher to the winner is at the end of term assembly on Wednesday 30th June at 11am.

Looking Ahead:

For the longer term, the following ideas are in the pipeline:

· Summer/Autumn 2010 photography competition with categories including adults and children with winning entries to be published on the website.  We would need a task team to design and launch the competition and appoint a judging panel.

· April/May 2011 – Tealing Citizen of the Year – annual award for outstanding community service.

· Create an online gallery of old photos, including some of those from Tealing Hall (this would have cost implications for development of the website’s functionality).

· Expand the Prominent People section to include Linda Cross (British Ambassador to Ecuador) and the late Willie Wilkie.

· My Tealing – a village wide campaign to gather stories and photographs from local people of all ages to publish on the site.

· Discussion groups, Survey Monkey (for online surveys and research and also has cost implications if we want to produce analysis of the surveys online).

	POLICE UPDATE

PC Louden gave an update as follows:

Quad/Scramble Bikes

Complaints continued to be received regarding quad/scramble bikes with owners not knowing where they can legally ride the bikes.  Landowners are unlikely to give permission as they could be sued if any accidents occur on their land.  The police do have difficulty catching individuals as they are unable to get into a pursuit situation.  3 bikes had been stopped and have been issued with ASBOs.  The ASBO can be placed on the bike, rider or both.  The ASBO stands for 12 months and if a rider or the bike is stopped on private ground then the bike can be seized by police.  A Police Traffic Operation was being held over the forthcoming weekend in the Baldovan area with 4X4 vehicles and CCTV to try and clamp down on it. Savills who own this particular site are engaging with police re signage as this will help with enforcement. 5 signs to be erected.
Cold Callers

Tayside Police would like to remind householders to be cautious of cold callers.  Tayside Police would also remind residents that they do not endorse companies and does not authorize them to enter any area of Angus to advertise or sell products.  Bogus Callers use may tactics to sell their product, such as hard selling or on the spot one off sign up deals.  Another increasingly popular method is offering free equipment or the incentive of free gifts.  Consider consulting the Angus Reputable Traders Scheme for a list of reputable businesses in your area who have been vetted by Trading Standards.  Cold callers stickers are available will PC Louden advised she would bring to next meeting or she can put through anyone’s door if they let her know.
Drink Driving

Driving while under the influence of drugs or alcohol continues to be a significant issue in Angus, as well as nationally.  Tayside Police will take robust action against offenders.  Anyone with information in relation to drink/drug drivers is encouraged to report this to either Tayside Police or Crimestoppers on 0800 555 111.
